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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to evaluate the readiness on good
agricultural practice of fresh soy bean cultivation farmers in Wiang Pa Pao District of Chiang Rai
province. The questionnaires were distributed to 152 farmers with male majority respondents who
were also breadwinners. Their age ranges were between 40 to 59 years old with grade sixth
educational level or lower and 2 to 3 persons in each family who were not the members of farmer
groups. The respondents had their own land and cultivated fresh soy bean variety 292 during two
cultivation periods of April to May and August to September. The evaluation of readiness on
knowledge and understanding of fresh soy bean cultivation, the majority of respondents had the
highest level of readiness at 82.9%. On the subfactor of knowledge and understanding issues with
the highest level were meaning and definition of good agricultural practice, the microbial
contamination of used water, application of agricultural chemicals, the cultivation and harvest
processes, and the recording traceability. The assessment of readiness on the operational aspects
of good agricultural practice in accordance with all 8 regulations indicated that the respondents
passed the following four regulations, namely, implementation of dangerous agricultural

materials, data recording, pesticide-free product, and production management. There were



additional four regulations which passed through the evaluation but required modification such as
water resource, cultivation area, storage and product transfer in the farm, as well as storage and
product transfer after harvesting. The consideration of readiness in accordance with relevant
subfactor which was relevant to each regulation, the majority of respondents had the readiness at
the highest level but some subfactors still possessed the readiness at high, medium, and low

levels.
