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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to study factors affecting physicians of
hospitals in Chiang Mai towards prescribing Anti-Osteoporosis drug to patients. Populations of
the study were specified to 124 physicians being charge of prescribing the Anti-Osteoporosis drug
to patients. Questionnaires were used as the research tool to collect data and the data were
analyzed by the descriptive statistics: frequency, percentage and mean.

The findings presented that most respondents were male, aged between 25-30
years old, and were affiliated with the state hospitals with more than 500 patient beds. The
expertise of those respondents was mostly on Orthopedics. The majority had had experiences in
curing Osteoporosis patients for 5-10 years. The numbers of patient were averagely found at 10-
20 persons per week and the numbers of those who needed to be prescribed for the drug were 5-
10 persons.

The studying results on factors affecting physicians of hospitals in Chiang Mai
towards prescribing Anti-Osteoporosis drug showed that the respondents paid high level of
importance firstly to Product factor; following with other factors, including Price factor. They,
however, paid moderate level of importance to Promotion factor, and low level of importance to
Place factor.

The studying results on factors affecting physicians of hospitals in Chiang Mai

towards prescribing Anti-Osteoporosis drug presented that the top-ten sub-factors being ranked in



according to mean values were shown hereafter: having low side effect, safety of drug as
observed via evidence base, drug efficiency, drug safety resulted to long-term positive treatment
results, allowing patients to claim for drug expense, having low drug interaction, convenient
usage, readiness of physicians in terms of knowledge, drugs or treatment, and personal preference

of each physician.
