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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were : 1) to study the wholesale market structure for fresh
vegetables and fruits in Chiang Mai Municipality 2) to study the competition level of the sellers
and 3) to study the problems and obstacles of the sellers in the market.

The results of the market structure showed that most of the seller were female and ages
ranged between 40-49 years. The level of education was only secondary school. The study found
that notably most of them lived in Mueng district but also sold fresh vegetable and fruits in their
market from 1-3 years. The value of fresh vegetables was about 840,090 baht per day. Major
vegetables were lemons, chilies and tomatoes which were originated in Chiang Mai. The value of
fruits was about 885,976 baht per day. The most top three market value of fruits were oranges,
durians and pineapples, which came from Fang district, Chiang Mai, Chantaburi and Rayong, and
Chiangrai and Lampang, respectively. Most of the sellers got these vegetables and fruits from the
broker that brought them to the market. They had an income less than 5,000 baht per day.

Moreover, the wholesalers started their businesses from 3.00 a.m. to 1 p.m. Most of seller had one

labor work in their shop with 1-3 square meters area. They also had to pay rent varied from 55 to
99 baht per day

The study of the competition level using Herfindahl-Hirschman index showed that the
fresh vegetables and fruits were in high competition. In other word, no one was a price leader in
the market.

Finally, The problems found in the market were parking area which was not sufficient for

transferring the goods and the ventilation system which should be improved.
