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ABSTRACT

The study was conducted on 114 samples of football gamblers who lived in urban,
community, and major educational institute areas in Chiang Mai City.

Most football gamblers under study are male (92.1%), 20 to 30 years old on the average
(66.7%), single (93.3%), Bachelor’ degree education (67.5%), earning income under 6,500 Baht
per month (57.7%), living in rented residence (55.3%), and still studying (57.5%).

Most of the gamblers have been involved in gambling for more than 3 years (77%), and
for the reasons of recreation (33.9%).

Premiership, an English football league, was found to be the most favorite for Chiang
Mai gamblers (83%), who obtained information from gambling guide magazines or newspapers
(71.1%), focused on single match (61.3%), gambled via gambling table or center (86.6%), spent
under 500 Baht per gambling at a frequency of 2.3 days per week (36.3%), and with money

borrowed from friends, parents, or relatives for gambling (44.26%).



To the question whether the respondents agree to support football gambling to be legal,
the majority answered “yes” (77.7%) and 60.9% of them would not stop gambling.

The primary positive attitudes towards football gambling among samples under study
included that football gambling help them know foreign football teams and famous football
players; it is entertaining; it helps understand football playing rules; and it teaches how to analyze
the game.

The first three negative attitudes towards football gambling appeared to be that, football
gambling is risky to gain or lose immediately; it may create serious debt; and it becomes an
addiction.

The statistical analysis from this study also provided a conclusion that gender is not the
cause of getting involved in football gambling, the size of betting in each time varies with average
monthly income, the size of betting is not different among gamblers in different occupational
groups; the channels or sites for gambling are not different among gamblers in different
occupational groups; and the source of money for gambling is not different among gamblers in

different occupational groups.
