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ABSTRACT

This study involved the factors influencing the decision to buy the assets waiting for sale
offered by Krungthai Bank branches in Mueang District of Chiang Mai Province. Data and
information were compiled by questionnaire interview method from 200 samples identified by
purposive sampling technique. Analysis was based on the results of descriptive statistics,
application of Logit Model using Maximum likelihood estimate: MLE approach as well as
Marginal Effects analysis. The independent factors included in the model were gender, age,
marital status, education, occupation, number of family members, average monthly income,
average monthly expenditure, average monthly saving, price of the assets waiting for sale, the age
of building, loan limit, interest rate, mortgage duration and after-sale services of Krungthai Bank.

The statistical findings indicated the majority of the 200 samples of those who wanted to
buy assets waiting for sale from Krungthai Bank could be characterized as female (58%), aged
40-49 (40.5%), residing in northern Thailand (71.5%), single (46.5%), bachelor’s degree graduate
(56.5%), private sector employee (42.5%), head of the family (44%), having 1-3 family

members(52%), earning more than 50,000 baht a month (21.5%), spending 10,000 baht or lower



per month (36%), with monthly saving in the range of 5,000 baht and below (49.5%).

The results of Logit Model application ascertained that the factors of gender, educational
level average monthly saving, the age of building, average monthly income, average monthly
expenditure, and marital status had the influence on the decision to buy assets waiting for sale
offered by Khungthai Bank in Mueang District of Chiang Mai Province, at 5% statistically

significant level.
