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ABSTRACT 

 

 This study aimed to investigate the factors influencing the decision of  parents in 

choosing Rangsee  Vittaya School,  Fang District, Chiang  Mai  Province for their children to 

study secondary education. Information and data were based on questionnaire interview of 325 

samples identified by purposive sampling method from 325 parents of students studying at upper 

secondary grade 11 level of Mathayom Suksa at Rangsee Vittaya School. The analysis was based 

on the results of descriptive statistics including percentage, arithmetic mean and standard 

deviation and the relationship among various factors were explained by Chi-square test. 

 The results  found that the majority of samples were characterized as female (56.9%), 

aged 31-60( 96.9%), majority of marriage (82.2%) practicing Bhuddism (94.2%), with at least 

lower bachelor’s degree education attainment (76.3%), employed in agricultural sector (30.5%), 

having income lower than 10,000 bath ( 29.2%), living in Fang District (63.7%) 

 The primary factor influencing the parents’ choice for their children attending the upper 

secondary level was found the education officials had the background education consistent with 

the subjects that they were teaching. Secondly, the parents desired the teacher having the teaching

experience and finally, they desired the school to support the teachers to develop themselves by 

taking a seminar. 

 On the interrelationship among various exogenous factors influencing decision and the 

endogenous or personal factor, it was found that (1) the process and the service factor related to 

education, occupation and income of the parents. (2) the education officials factor was related to 

the parents’ occupation and their income. (3) the factor of the administration and communication 

relationship had relationship with the parents’ occupation. (4) the factor of price and school fees 

was associated with education. (5) the product factor appeared to have relationship with education 

level income level and occupation of the parent.
