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ABSTRACT

The major objective of this study is to study the factors affecting income distribution in
Thailand during the 9" national social and economic development plan by using secondary data
collected in 2002 and 2006 separately in province, totally 152 observations. Data analyzed by
descriptive analysis and multiple regression.

According to the study, income distribution in Thailand during the 9" national social and
economic development plan existed more inequality considering from Gini coefficient that was
increased by 2.57%. The results of multiple regression found that the percentage of expenditure
per income had negative effect on Gini coefficient at the level of statistical significance 0.05
implying more equality in the society. In contrast, the percentage of indebted household,
percentage of agricultural sector in gross provincial and percentage of non economic workers had
positive effect on Gini coefficient at the level of statistical significance 0.05 leading more
inequality in the society.

Dummy variable employed to test the structural change for income distribution had no

significant effect on Gini coefficient. Therefore, all government’s policy implementation to



improve income distribution in Thailand during the 9" national social and economic development

plan was unsuccessful.
