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The purpose of the study was to design and  construct the
patterns of Thai lettersgfor instructors or the interest groups who
do not have lettering skills to be able to write the letiers.

The suthor used 3 patierns of Thei letters inc]uding Grin 3
Manop 2 and, Manop 6 as prototypes. And followed the lettering
processes proposed by Somboon Daroonsi]apéér which was used for
speed ball lettering. The suthor asked for permission from beth of
the paetterns' owner. Afterward, the author started designing the
new patiterns by enlarging those three pattern until the height -of
the letters reached 2 inches. The letters were analyzéd and
classified &according to Kamthon Sathirakul methodology. The
protoctypes were revised and suggeéted to improve by +the experts.
Finally; they were tried ocut with 15 students who were taking . an
instructionael media course.

The results indicated that the patterns eneble the studenis
to write the Thai letters satisfactorily interms of léﬁters_layiné‘

out, spacing and combining the letters into sentences. However it

was found that the students used considerably long time to write

the letters., The impiovéments of the use of +he paitern were

suggested.,
