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Abstract

The purpose of this independent étudy was to study the present
gituation problems, and needs for the co-curricular activities in the
upper secondary level at Montfort College. The population used was
39 teachers working at the upper secondary level in the academic year
of 1993. The sample was 284 upper secondary level students in  the
academic year of 1993. Two sets of questionnair about present
situation, problems and needs for co-~curricular activity management
were used for this study. One was for teachers and the other was for
students. Dbata analysis was carried out by means of percentage, means
and standard deviation.

The results of the study were as follow @

1} As for co-curricular activities, set by the Ministry of

Education, the practice of planning, managing and evaluating was done



at moderate level. The findout under deep consideration also showed
that practice was done at high level in the areas of the variety of
activity clubs, students’ being given freedom to seb up or participate
activity clubs, attendance checking and benefits gained from taking
"part in activities. DIroblems found were that teachers lacked skills
as activity advisers and some activities did not satisfy students’
needs.

2y As for guidance, problem solving and learning development
act.ivities, practice on planning, managing and evaluating was done at
moderate level. The findout under deep consideration also should that
knowledge and benefits M. 5 students gained from working in rural area
schools were high., The problems found were that there were few
guidance teachers, students wanted to see how other institutes worked
and they also wantedksbme guests to their knowledge and experience to

them.
