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Abstract

The objective of this study was to construct a teacher’s
supplementary book for teaching Thai poetry in the Mathayom Suksa 3.

The data were collected through analyzing related documents.
The anthor selected seven topics of Thai poetry from Thaksa Sampan
(Related Skills) Book Three, the literature textbook for Mathayom
Suksa 3. These selections included :

1. Ramakian (Ramayana) -- The Fall of Totsakan.

2. Khun Chang Khun Phaen-- Plai-ngam met his father.

3. Khlong Lokanit (Lokkanit Poems).

4. Kap Hae Chom Kruang Kho Wan (Lyric on the royal dish and
dessert).

5. Niras Narin (the record of Narin’s travel written in verse).

6. An Khong Sung Mae Pong Tong Chit (Desire for the Highest
Things).

7. On a Beach Near the Sea.



Each of the above topics was analyzed according to the following
points.
1. The authors’ biography
2. Summary of the whole story (in case of an excerpt selected).
3. Language :
a. figures of speech
b. figurative phrase or symbolization.
4. Contexual knowledge :
a. Background of characters.
b. Vocabulary.
c. Social and cultural aspects found in the story.
d. Ideas from the story.

5. Illustrations.

The results of the study were compiled into a supplementary
book for teachers in teaching literature concerning Thai poetry in
Mathayom Suksa 3 level. Its contents were divided into five chapters :

Chapter 1 An introduction.

Chapter 2 Ramakian--The Fall of Totsakan.

Chapter 3 Khun Chang Khun Phan--Plai-ngam meet his father.

Chapter 4 Lokkanit Poems.

Chapter 5 Four topics of Thai poetry : The lyric on the royal
dish and dessert; Niras Narin; The desire for the highest things; and

On a beach near the sea.
