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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate Thai tonal
Pronunciation Correction by using systematic transcription for
eighth grade students of the Chiang Mai Internstional School.

The subjects .of this study consisted of 24 eighth grade
students from the Chiang Mai International School. Through the matched
pair techinque, students were divided into an experiment and a control
group comprising 12 subjects each. The randomized control group pretest
posttest deéign was used in the experiment. The 12 students in
experimental groups were taught through systematic transcription; while
the 12 students in the control group were taught through repetition
Each group was taught with lessons containing same contents for 30

mintte periods.



The Thai tonal pronunciation test developed by the researcher
were used in the study for both the pretest and posttest. The t-test *
was used to compare the different mean scores between group.

The results were as follow:

1. The correcting Thai tonal pronunciation scores of the
experimental group were significantly different at the standard Deviation
level. The posttest mean score of the experimental group was higher than
that thepretest at the standard Deviation level.

2. The correcting Thai tonal pronunciation scores of the
experimental group and control group were significantly different at
the standard Deviation level. The mean score of the experimental group

was higher than that of the control group at the standard Diviation level.
