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Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to study the
situations of teaching staff and facilities in English istruction at
Tung Kwaw Wittayakom School and to study the opinions about English
and English instruction of the +teachers, students and parents.
Quest.ionnaires and a constructed interview guideline were used to
collect data from the population. The data were analyzed by percentage,
means and standard deviation. The figures and description were used
for presentation. The results were as follows :

1. Teaching staff and facilites of Tung Kwaw Wittayakom School
needed improvement in the following aspects : teachers with inadequate
skiliful instructional managemént and diverse teaching techﬁiques,
learners who lacked enthusiasm inspite of their report of interest in
learning English, shortage of instructional media and insufficiency of
classes, space and budgets.

2. Teachers, students and parents viewed that English was
important and necessary for every student. Moreover, they encouraged

the school to offer other English courses and extra time courses.
