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Abstract

This study was designed to evaluate, based on the CIPP model
the performance of school clusters under the Offloe of Chiang Kham
District Primary Education. ‘

A total of 295 sc;hool teaéhers and administrators, i.e., cluster
committee menbers, cluster-based academic affairs teachers, cluster
 academic affairs teachers and classroom teachers, served as study
sample. They were asked to respord to a rating scale questionnaire.
Statistics used to analyze collected data were percentage, mean
standard deviation and Coefficient of Variation

| Findings were as follows :

As regards Context (C) it was found that school clusters were

highly regarded as important, necessary and appropriate for school

education quality development; instrumental in fostering mutual help



among cluster schools in such aress as personnel, facilities and
materials. They were seen as coordinating, comunicating and
exchanging centers suitable to helping individual schools solve
problems, improve classroom instruction and raise educational quality
ievel. Evaluation results were sbove set criteria.

As regards Imputs (I) administrative resources, i.e., man,
money, management and materials, were seen to be available at a medium
level. FEvaluation results were below established criteria. School
clusters were seen most equipped with personnel followed by management,
materials and budget, respectively.

As regards Process (P) school clusters performed their role at
a medium level and evaluation results were below set criteria. School
cluster committees did approve work plans and projects, establish
performance criteria and guidelines regarding collective use of
Iesourwe as well as guidelines for coordinating academic and other
activities. However, cluster academic affairs centers were found to
perform their clerical and academic roles at a medium level, especially
at a rather low level as regards the latter. _

As far as Product (P) was concerned, the evaluation, results of
which were lower then set criteria, came up with a medium level
rating. Products evaluated comprised degree of mutual help and
cooperation, ability in mobilizing educational resources for the
improvement of persomnel, academic standing and educational quality as

a whole.
