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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate current problems of teaching and

learning Thai for the Diploma Level and to compare teachers’ and students’ opinions

_concerning the following aspects : the implementation and performance of curriculum, teaching
methods, instructional activities, instructional media, and evaluation.

The individual researcher gave guestionnaires to 5 Thai teachers and 360 students data

at Rajamangala Institute of Technology, Northern Campus. The obtained data was analyzed by

means of percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation and t-test. The results of the study

were presented by tabular arrangement and description.



The results acknowledged the ideas of teachers and diploma jevel students at
Rajamangala Institute of Technology Northern Campus regarding implementation and
performance of Thal curricuium, teaching loads, credits, class activities, teaching aids,
assessment and evaluation. The results particularly emphasized teaching using techniques
such as : participation between teachers and students in classroom activities, self assessment
and obtaining information from the intelligible sources of the local communities. Instructional
activities should be included with the lessons as should extra curricular activities, in order o
fulfill the intended performance of the curriculum. Teachers and students must focus on
instructional media. Also, they should have the skills 1o produce material for instructional
media, a larger annual budget, and an office to understand their problems. But, sources are
inadequate and rather inconvenient for instructional activities. Also the students don’t possess
the required skills to produce instructional media. Formative testing and examination
objectives analysis should be done regularly.

The resuits showed that there was & significant difference between teachers’ and
students’ opinions about implementation and performance of curticulum, teaching methods,
instructional media, measurement and evaluation at the .01 level. There was not a significant
difference between teachers’ and students” opinions regarding instructional activities at the 01

level,
