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Abstract

The Purpose of +this independent project was to compile
supplementary knowledge to enhance the reading of a Thai textbook
titled "Wannasarnwijak Reading Book 1". The supplementary knowledge
was tollected from tales, stories, legends, chronicles and many other
sources includiﬁg"interﬁiews with several resource persdns. The saopé
of the knowledge was limited to 4 types, namely that concerning
people, places, language and cultural beliefs. The supplementary
knowledge contained in Wamnasarnwijak Reading Book I involved 10
people, 17 places. 18 language-related topics and 6 cultural beliefs.
The study was conducted based on these groups of subjects resulting in
the following findings:

Concerning people; all 10 people were good role models for the
younger generations. As for places, the 17 places were named
according to one of the 4 features: homonyms, persons, names,

characteristics of location and outstanding activities performed at




the respective places. Language features can be classified into 2
groups: obsolete language and that found generally at the present
time. The language features came from words borrowed from English,
gestures, places and appearance related terms. Cultural beliefs were
divided into 2 main topics : those related to karma and those related
to invisible things that affect people’s‘minds.

This researcher has compiled and grouped the supplementary
knowledge found in Wannasrnwijak Reading Book I to enhance and
reinforce the reader’s knowledge of reading the Thai text and suggests
that more research on supplementary knowledge of +this type be

conducted in the future.
