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Abstract

This study was set out to investigate issues related to parents’
perception and understanding of kindergarten school management as well
as to seek guidelines for promoting greater parental involvement in
school affairs. The survey, using the test and rating-scale
questionnaire with open—ended qtiestions, covered 320 parents of
students in 10 private kindergarten schools in Muang Chiang Mai
District, purposely selected to represent all 23 schools in the
district. - A stratified random sampling technique was used to obtain
10% of parents from each of the 10 schools who responded to the
questionnaire. In total, 294 questionnaires or 01.88% were obtained.
Statistics used to analyzed collected data included frequency,
percentage, mean and standaird deviation.

Findings were as follows: most parents exhibited a high degree/
level of perception and understanding of 4 major issues in kindergarten
management, i.e., principles, objectives, student experience management

objectives and guidelines for organizing such experiences.



As regards parental involvement it was found that all 6 types
of involvement under study-parenting, commmicating, volunteering,
learning at home, decisioﬁ making and collaborating with community,
parents were able to fully participate, i.e., participation was rated
in 2 "high level" category, in the first and fourth types. As for the
remaining, they were able to occasionally participate, i.e.,

participation was rated in a "moderate level " category.
