Abstract

This study sought to examine and identify teachers problems and needs for
school cluster supervisory committee's instructional supervision. Jt also identified and
presented the committee’'s recommended instructional supervision guidelines for Mae—
salongnok cluster schools, Mae-fa-luang District Office of Primary Education, Chiang Rai
Province,

The study population comprised 47 cluster schools’ teachers and supervisory
committee members. Data were collected through questionnaires, interviews and reviews of
supervisory materials. and documents and analyzed by using percentage, average and
standard deviation. Subsequently, the analyzed data were categorized, tabulated, and then

presented along with discussions and analytical description.




Findings were as followings:

1. Teachers problems and needs related to the four aspects of instructional
organization; curricilum implementation, instruction media production and use, 6rganizing
instructional activities, and instructional measurement and evaluation, were found to be at a
medium level. The teachers needs for them were rate at a high level.

However, problems related to supervisory activities were found to be at a medium
level while .teachers° needs for them were rated at a high level, especially conferences for
instructional development.

2. Instructional supervision guidelines were surveys of existing situations and
teachers’ needs; identification of objectives, timeframes and results with regular and .
continuous monitoring; consultation and advice rather than fault finding; and’ supervisory by

teachers themselves..
