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Abstract

This study investigated conditions of fibrary administration in
schools under the Office of Lamphun  Provincial Primary Education as
well as gathering problems, suggestions and seeking guidelines for
developing the forementioned administration.  The sample comprised
248 school administrators and  school librarians  from the above
mentioned schools. The instrument used was rating scale questionnaire
with open ended questions. The collected data were analyzed through
application of .percentage.

The findings indicated that school had library work plan which
was developed by librarian with the management support of library

committee, whereby school had set library up according to the low



level of standard criterion developed by the Office of the National
Primary Education Gommission. The problems found were library staff
had insufficient time, lack &f budget and materials, and activities
and services did not passed standard criterion. Furthermore, the
suggestions found were personnel responsible for library should have a
degree in library science and sufficient budget should be delegated.
Concerning guidelines for developing school fibrary  administration,
they were as follows : school librarian should have more worked time
and raising fund activities should be arranged for supporting  library

with sufficient necessary materials.
