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Abstract

This study was aimed to study parents® opinions concerning Ban Nong Pid school
performances and to suggest guidelines for improvemenis of its performances in relevant 1o
parents’ needs. The population of the study were 194 parenis in the school service area. The
rating scales type of questionnaires including open-ended forms were applied to collect data---
the plarents’ opinions about school academic affiairs and community relations. The data were
analyzed through .percemages, averages, arithematic means and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the school academic affairs, most parents opinioned at the
satisfactory level including; parents® conference concerning school instructional programs and
evaluations, providing short courses in vocational training for students, informing parents and
students of instructional improvements on new technigues, exira sessions for remedial teaching,
students’ report, paper reports on school progress and students’ products and involvement of
parents in setting school policies and plans, and preparing field trips for students to places out of
school.

2. Regarding parents’ opinions on community relations, most parents considered the
satisfactory level of opinion of them. These included; art and cultural conservation, community
development, good relationships with communities, public relations, providing communities as

learning resources, utilization of resources in communities, providing communities with



appropriate services, establishment of parents and teachers associations, committiees, and
alumni.

3. General suggestions: Most parents reported that they required emphases should place
on Thai teaching, students’ capabilities, including; self-expressions, self-confidence. Teachers
should apply mulitply tables recitation, always check students’ assignments and give appropriate
ones, schedule stable learning periods, introduce folk activities, teach folk music using local
Tesource persomns, strict on students’ disciplines; their showing respects, their polite speaking, as
well as provisions of activities focusing on espirit de corps.

Guilines for improvements of schools’ performance in relevant to parents® needs.

Academic aspects: The curriculum should be improved to meet community’s needs
through using of local wisdom. School administrators and teachers should paid much attention
10 instructional improvement; homework assignments for students should provided parents with
what students learned and be appropriately assigned. Time schedules for lessons were 1o be
stable but flexible according to some certain leaming activities.

Community relations aspects: Parents should be informed about leamning objectives, task
performing, measurement and evaluation. They should have oportunities 10 express their
opinions and suggestions for school improvements as well as they were trusted by teachers.
Unity among teachers should be encouraged. Rules and discipline should be appropriately used,

and school achievements were put forth 1o community.
