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Abstract

This study was set ocut to analyze life quality development
projects prepared by gerneral track, non-formal education curriculum
students enrolled in distance education courses offered by District
Non-formal Education Service Centers in Chiang Rai Province. All such
projects by lower secondary education level students during the 1905-
1996 academic year, totalling 283, were the target of the analysis.
Altogether, 16 heads of District Non—-formal Education Centers in the
province, 15 gereral track programme officials comprised the
population of key informants while 16 teachers madé up the sample of
key informants. Study instruments were Project Analysis Tables and
Structured Interview Form. Collected data were subsequently analyzed

through application of percentage.




Findings were as follows :

Mosﬁ life quality development projects were of community
development and socially oriented type followed by religious, art,
cultural and tradition, non-formal education support and cemping
types, in descending order. These life quality development projects
had as their objectives encouraging students to participate in community
development and service activities through group process and training
them in critical thinking process skills on the bases of group
cohesiveness, secrifice and responsibility, both in congruence with
Department. of Non-formal Education 1life quality development activity
principles, objectives and opepétior_lal guidelines.

However, certain problems were also identified. Most students
were still unable to write good and clearly stated projects and lacked
operational plans and procedures. They were not ready to participate
in large group activities because they were busy with their income-
earning occupations. As regards camping activity, some students could
not attend since they were pregnant or busy taking care of their
babies. Others did not obtain permission from their parents. Also, it
was recommended that project writing manual and format be simplified
to make it easier for students to follow ; life quality development.
activity marwal written for staff and personnel ; monitoring and
supervision of general track education operations carried out and

teachers of this track continuously trained.
