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Abstract

This study was aimed (o investigate teachers’ opinions and parents’ expectations
concerning English instructional activities in Prathom Suksa 1 classrooms. The population of
this study included 95 teachers and 156 parents of Prathom Suksa 1 sfudents. Two sets of
rating scale and check list questionnaires regarding teachers’ opinions and parents’ expectations
were used as instruments for collecting data which were analyzed by computing percentages,
averages, and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Teachers® opinions about English instruction:

1.1 As for instructional activities, most teachers strongly agreed with the teaching
of English at Prathom Suksa 1 should focus on integrated listening-speaking skills.

1.2 Regarding preparation and usage of teaching materials, most teachers strongly
agreed with the ideas that teaching materials were needed to help the teaching of English
achieve its objectives, that variety of appropriate materials were applied in teaching and
learning activities, and that the most needed materials for learning English included picture

cards and real objects.




1.3 With respects to teaching techniques, most teachers strongly agreed with
teaching activities that encouraged students’ participations.

1.4 As for evaluation, most teachers strongly agreed on that various methods
should be used according to certain content subjects, and teachers oversaw students closely as
they performed activities so that they could find some mistakes which could be corrected
immediately-

1.5 Regarding supports for instruction, most teachers much agreed on that students’
families and teachers had much influences on students’ academic achievement and this schools
should provide supports in all aspects.

9. Parents’ expectations concerning instruction activities:

2.1 As regards for requirements and importance of English, most parents agreed
very much on that it benefited children, needed for living al present time society, needed for
students.

2.2 Regarding their supports of instruction in school, most parents expected much
on that they felt satisfied with their children studying English'and also expected their success,
and thus they wquld provide them with supplementary books and toyé as well.

9.3 With respect to follow-up evaluation, most parents highly expected to be
informed of their children leamning performance.

3. Opinions and suggestions: Most parents opinioned that teachers who taught English
should have English major, encouraged students’ participations in activities relevant to the
curriculum.  They should produce their own teaching materials with adequate financial

supports from schools.
