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Abstract

The purposes of this independent stbudy were to investigate
factors relating to parents’ decision for their children in continuing
upper secondary education at Dara Academy, Chiang Mai Province and to
seek out parents’ opinions and suggestions in their wish to improve

educational management of the above mentioned Academy. The population
under study comprised 249 parents of Mathayom Suksa 4 students
attending the Academy in the 1997 academic year. The instrument used
in this study was a questionnaire which was divided into three parts.
The first part of the questionnaire was on parents’ general background,
the second part was about factors relating to the decision making of
parents by using the five-point rating scale, and the third part
was on parents’ opinions and susgestions. 244 completed responses

( 97.99 % ) were returned by the parents.




The findings of this study showed that factors relating bLo
parents’ decision for their children in continuing upper secondary
education at Dara Academy were in the high level and were arranged
according to their order of importance as follows: academic affairs
and school’s good will; administration, management and service affairs;
students affairs; and school huilding-area and environment affairs.
For factors relating to school public relations, it was found in the
moderate level.

As for opinions and suggestions made by parents, majority of
them accepted that Dara Academy had clearly made great changes and
improvements in every aspect to jts best. It was an educational

institution that had maintained its stability and standard.
