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Abstract

This study investigated inventory management of Vocational
Education Institutes in Chiang Rai Province. The population under study
comprised 126 administrators and supervisors who were on active duty
at the Institutes during the 1997 academic year. The instrument used
was a checklist questionnaire. Whereupon, the collected data were
analyzed through the application of percentage.

The findings indicated that Vocational Education Institutes in
Chiahg Rai Provinoe_ had a system of inventory management. According to
ﬁB 1992 Regulations of the Office of Prime Minister on Inventory
Management, consideration on budget w"as stressed. Inventory distributions
were .considered from the Institutes plannings and projects. Inventory
controls and stock controls were procured. Inventory maintenances were
assigned to responsible personnel. The most preferred method for

inventory disposal was to sell off.
