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Abstract

This study examined student affairs administration - issues at Lanpang Physical
Eduation College. It also sought to identify ways and means to improve the work in
this area which covered student discipline and personality development; student
activities; guidance and occupational services; student government; student welfare and
services; and military training.

In the process, rating-scale questionnaires were administered on 30 teachers and
400 last-year students. Collected data were subsequently analyzed using percentage,
average and standard deviation.

Findings were as follows:

As regards student discipline and personality development administrative
performance in every aspect was rated at a medium level; student activities it was also
rated similarly in every aspect except the appointment of teachers and students

responsible for student affairs which was found performed at a high level; guidance and



occupational services students were of the opinion that they were performed at a low
level while teachers felt the contrary, i.e., reporting a high-level performance; student
eovernment only student body election was rated performed at a high level while the
rest at a medium level; student welfare and services only some aspects were rated
performed at a low level; and mititary tralning every aspect in this area was rated at a
medium level except the planning to schedule military training sessions without
affecting regular classroom instruction which was rated at a high level.

Certain student affairs administration improvement guidelines were also
identified. They were as follows: there should be clear operational plans; public
relations campaigns both within and outside the College; periodical evaluation efforts in
order to improve the operation; regarding student discipline and personality
development work a person in charge should be capable of coordinating well with both
students and teachers, strict disciplinary punishment measures be applied and rule-
breaking and undesirable behaviors closely and regu]a.r.ly monitored; as regards student
government work location, space and office(s) be sufficienty and properly provided
making it easy and convenient for students from every department. to participate; as
regards student welfare and services work quality of food sold in various College
cafeterias be strictly monitored and controled; finally, as regards military training work
every effort be made to convince students of its value to both themselves and to the

public at large.
