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Abstract

This study was investigated readiness for external quality assessment of private
schools in Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province. The population under study comprised 207
principals, academic assistant administrators, activity assistant administrators from the above
schools in the 2002 academic year. The instrument used was a checklist, rating scale and
open-ended questionnaire. The collected data were then analyzed using frequency and
percentage. Findings were as follows :

The above private schools were moderate ready in all three aspects, namely, learners,
process and essential factors for external quality assessment. If consider each educational
standard, it was found that the schools were high ready. They were: the learners had hygiene,
physical condition, good mentality, the teachers were qualified, had knowledge and ability on
their job and there were enough teachers. In contrast ; the low readiness were : the ability of
learners to analytic thinking, synthetic thinking, their own judgement, creative thinking,
considered thinking and their vision, skills of the learners to search for knowledge on their own,
love to learn, constantly improve themselves, learners had knowledge and needful skills in
curriculum, and the schools supported collaboration and good relation with community for

educational development.
