Abstract

The purposes of this independent study were to examine the current problems and the
teachers’ need for the classroom action research promotion. The sample of this study were 196
classroom teachers in primary schools attached to the Office of Li District Primary Education,
Lamphun province. The rating scale and open-ended questionnaire was used to collect the data.
Statistics used to analyze collected data were frequency, percentage mean and standard deviation
Findings could be summarized as follows:

The classroom teachers’ awareness and perception toward the significance of
classroom action research for teaching improvement and professional advantage were rated at a high
level. However, the classroom action research enhancement concerning time, budget, and academic
documents were performed at a low level. With regard to classroom teacher needs for classroom
action research promotion, it was found that time, budget, academic document, materials and academic
resource persons were indicated.

As regards classroom action research promotion by the school administrator was found
at moderate level. For recommendations, all factors concerning the classroom action research should

be more systematically supported.
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
