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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to investigate inclusive learning provision for and
educational organization needs of hearing impaired students in schools attached to the
Office of Pa Sang District Primary Education Lamphun Province.

The population studied included 5 school administrators, 7 classroom teachers, 7
hearing impaired students, and the sample of 97 regular students studying with those hearing
impaired students. The instruments used in gathering the data included the questionnaire, the
records of students with hearing impairment, an interview and a behavior observation forms
for the students with hearing impairment. The data collected were then analyzed by using
frequency, percentage, and means and were presented through tables with description.

The findings were as follows :

1. Regarding inclusive learning provision for students with hearing impairment, the
schools involved were well-prepared in policies and buildings, but encountered some
problems in personnel, teaching materials, budgets as well as supervisions and follow-up
evaluations.

As aspect for teaching and learning organization, the curriculum activities assigned
for the students with impairment were almost the same as for regular students. All schools
involved applied full time inclusive provision in regular classrooms. As for the teaching

materials, students with hearing impairment were less provided with teaching aids, and least



provided from their own organizations. In measurement and evaluation, the students with
impairment were separated from regular students; most of them were provided with remedial
teachings after school and given homework. As for activities® participation, they were
allowed to join in the regular students’ groups without separation; they would do the work
such as drawing and painting. They communicated with their regular students through both
speaking and using sign language, gestures, and lip reading.

2. As aspect for the educational needs of inclusive provision, the principals and
classroom teachers needed specialized personnel in special education, workshops and training
for school personnel in sign language, taking care of hearing impaired students, better hearing
aids equipment, and budget for creating innovation, good teaching aids to help better learning
as well as regular supervision and follow-up evaluation from related organizations to help

monitor and provide guidance and suggestions.
