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ABSTRACT

This study is a surveying research, for its purpose was to study state of
Instructional Management on Buddhism Subject for the Third Year in Vocational Certificate
Students at Chiang Mai College of Agriculture and Technology, San Pa Tong District,
Chiang Mai Province in the first semester A.D. 2003. The populations were students in the
Third Year Vocational Certificate amounted 222 students, ! Academic Director and 3
teachers in Buddhism Subject.

Methodology consisted of questionnaire, interview analyzed by using the ready
made program to find out its statistic values, percentage and means then presented as tables
attached with essay, in part of interview presented as essay description. Research results
summarized as following:

1. Side of instructional activities, the instructor entirely acted in medium level.
The objectives of curriculum and subject had indicated to students before learning. Having
indication how to understand the instruction and completely manage the instructional

process.



2. Side of media and innovation technology, the instructor entirely acted in
medium level. Using instructional media urged students to be interated, sufficed for students
and correspond with contents.

3. Side of enhancing in curriculum activities, the instructor entirely acted in
medium level. Giving the opporntunity to students to participate in the important religious
activities and supporting the enhancing in various curruculum activities corresponding to the
objectives of curriculum.

4. Side of assessments and evaluations, the instructor entirely acted in medium
level by assessing and evaluating in the same as the objectives. The assessments and
evaluations had done both in theory and p'ractice.

5. Side of its problems, both learners and teacher shared the same opinions that
instruments in presenting modern media such as television, video, computer were not enough
for students as well as documents, textbooks which were not lent to students individually.
