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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research paper is to study the opinion of teachers in Omkoi
District toward educational quality assessment from outside. The subjects of this study are 60
teachers from 4 schools in Omkoi District that request for an assessment from outside during
acedamic year 2002 —2003. The research tool for this study is a 5 level questionaire asking
about the opinion of teachers in Omkoi District toward educational quality assessment from
outside. According to the trial of this questionaire that is done with 30 teachers from Hod
District, the reliability of the questionaire is 0.92. The statistical values used for analyzing
data are frequency, percentage, average, and standard deviation. The result of this research is

that teachers in Omkoi District agree with the educational quality assessment from outside.
