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Abstract

The porpose of this study was to investigate the problems and workout the Guidelines on
Disciplinary Affairs for the Administration of the Technology Thai— Nippon— German School
Chiang Mai. The samples for this study were 19 teachers and 152 students of the Thai — Nippon
— German School of Technology Chiang Mai in the academic year 2004, the total key
informants were all together 171 persons. The method for collecting data was questionnaires on
problems and needs of Disciplinary Affairs Administration in Thai — Nippon — German School
of Technology Chiang Mai. The data were analysed by frequently, percentage, average and

standard diviations, then presented as an asay.

The results of study showed that:
1. The Disciplinary Affairs for the Administration indicated problems; committee, roles
and duties of staff, discriplinary principles, none-satistification behaviors and operation of teacher

in the Disciplinary Affairs for the Administration sector



2. The needed Disciplinary Affairs expressed; committee election, committee
qualification and roles and duties including committee operation. The other needs showed student
moral support, manual for teachers and students and cooperation with other sections.

3. The Guidelines for Disciplinary Affairs Administration of the Technology Thai —
Nippon — German School was made from the integration integrate the documents, researches,

data from the studied questionnaires included the suggestions from school executives.
