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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to construct and to use a learning unit on the
Karen ’s Hand Tying Rite and to study the result of using the unit. The target group
of this study were 12 of Prathom Suksa 4 students studied in the second semester of
2003 academic year at Phanang school, Mae Cham district, Chiang Mai province. Instruments
used in the study consisted of (1) Learning uniton the Karen’s Hand Tying Rite which
contained of 8 learning plans for 13 hours of learning (2) 30-item test on knowledge
and understanding and (3) questionnaire. Data analysis used mean and percentages and
presented through tables and description.

The findings were as follow:

I. The learning unit on the Karen’s Hand Tying Rite consisted of 8 learning
plans for 13 hours of learning could provide knowledge and understanding about beliefs,
culture, way of life and festival which were the local wisdom.

2. After implementing the learning unit, it was found that the students’
percentage mean of knowledge and understanding scores was 69.72, it was higher

than set criteria at percentage mean 60,

3. Most ofall students had positive attitude towards the constructed leamning

unit.
