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ABSTRACT

The process of inheritance local Sor Folk Play in Chiang Mai concerned with the beliefs
that never be changed. The beliefs were that to perform the ceremonies of paying respect to the
teacher when beginning to learn and to pay respect to the teacher when performing Sor on the
Pam, meaning the stage. The students paid respect to all teachers who used to teach them. The
process of learning and teaching in present, an audiotape was used as teaching aids. For learning
Sor; the learning process would never end with time. However, we may consider the completion
of the course by looking at students’ popularity; when they playing Sor without reading from a
sheet of Sor- word; and when they can be hired directly from the hirer. After that they may

change their role to be teachers and teach new Sor students of their own.
