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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate parent’s reasons for sending children to Chiangmai
Kanavith School. Sample under study comprised 56 parents from the parent’s from the above
district during the 2004 academic year. Instrument used in the subjects under study to Varee
Chiangmai School was a questionnaire having Alpha Coefficient 0.8451. Statistics used to
analyze collected data included frequency and percentage.

The findings revealed that the parent’s reason’s for sending children to Chiangmai
Kanavith School were a follows: parents get school information from brochures; teachers had
knowledge; parents wished their children to study in school where there was tutorial preparation
for the entrance examination; the classrooms had conditioner; the government supported
scholarship for the student; parents call connect the school every time for call advising to improve

student’s behavior and the student had freedom in expressing their opinion.
