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ABSTRACT

This research was to study and compare the opinion of upper secondary school students
on teenagers’ sex-risk behavior. The population was that of the upper level students of
Theerakarn Ban Hong School and Ban Hong Ratanavitaya in 2" semester of 2003 academic year
from which a sample of 251 subjects was simple random sampling. The instrument was a
questionnaire whose reliabiiity based on Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient was 0.50. The data were
analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test. The findings are as follows:

The students rated appropriateness of the teenagers’ sex-risk behavior on relationship
with opposite gender at moderate level while at minimal leve! on interaction with opposite gender
as boy/girlfriend. Male and female students did not have significant difference in their opinion on
the appropriateness of teenagers’ sex risk behavior in general. When each dimension was
concerned, only on dealing with opposite gender as boy/girlfriend, male and female students
differed on their opinion on the appropriateness. Other factors such as grade level, residency, and

parents’ marital status were not found to significantly differ.
