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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study titled usc of herbal Wisdom for the third
Grade level learning provision of social studies teachers in Wang Nuea district schools,
Lampang province was to study learning provision among 17 social studies teachers in using
herbal Wisdom for the third Grede level learner. The study instrument were from structural
interview then data was analyzed through the application of frequency, percentage and
presented in form of narration. The study finding were as follows;

The study finding were as follows :

1. Using of herbal intellectual into matter of subject among social studies teachers.
It was found that social studies teachers started matter critical, word description and learning
objective along with curriculum, learning period. For learning planning and practice, most of
social studies teachers set learning planning along with learning objective and expection as
well as additional learning activities were set to test basic knowledge of herb among students.
This also included assessment of pre — classroom and post — classroom. For practical of
herbal intellectual, most of social studies teachers employed integrated learning with other
local inteliectual as can be seen from site visiting in and out school. Of this, social studies
teachers connected local expert to transfer knowledge through exhibition and practice.

Concerning problem and obstacle in managing knowledge of herbal intellectual among



social studies teachers were from lack of material, book, docuinent, lecturer, budget and from
some students did not believe and respect about herbal intellectual.

2. Using of herbal intellect;.lal for conservation, transfer and assessment. It was
found that social studies students knew how to conserve, transfer and promote herbal
intellectual in many way as can be seen from local curriculum, additional learning, document
and update textbook providing, learning with medias, jont community’s activities, lecturer
providing and exhibition to support self learning for students to acquire newly knowledge.
For learning testing and assessment, most of social studies teacher set learning testing and
assessment of herbal intellectual which focused fikstly on Buddism aspects while skills and
mind aspect came secondly. 1ts objective was to assess learning achievement of students and -

most of assessment instrument was testing form.
