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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the opinion of the students in the Faculty of Education,
Chiang Mai University, on school-aged cohabitation. The population was that of the
undergraduate students of the Faculty, who were enrolled in the 3" semester, 2003 academic year,
from which 259 student-sample was simple-randomized. The instrument included a questionnaire
whose reliability based on Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient was 0.95. Data were analyzed in terms of
mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test. The findings reveal that:

The students did not quite agreed with the school-aged cohabitation. They agreed that
female school students had well-behaved and agreed at moderate Ievel that their male
counterparts had done so. The overall opinion did not differ when level of education was
concerned. When broken down to the aspects, it was found that 1" year students and their 4" year
counterparts had different opinion on the cohabitation at 0.01 level of significance while there
was no difference in the other two aspects. When compared between students with different
parents’ marital status, the overall opinion did not differ. When aspects were considered, students
with parents living together and those with divorced parents differed in their opinion on pre-
marriage cohabitation at 0.01 level of significance. When gender, knowledge of the cohabitation

of known one, and place of living were compared, students did not differ in their opinion.
