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ABSTRACT

This case study was aimed at studying Montfort teachers, Montfort students’, and
parents’ opinions about suitable and unsuitable moral behaviors in running their lives and to study
guidelines to promote suitable behaviors in society of Montfort students, Chiang Mai.

The sample group for this study is 136 Montfort teachers, 319 Mathayom 1-5 Montfort
students and 319 Mathayom 1-5 students’ parents. The tools for this study were multiple-choice
questionaires, rating scales, and open-ended questions. The data were analysed by using
frequency, mean, standard diviation (SD), and presented descriptively with tables.

The results of the study indicated that most teachers, students and parents held the
opinions that regular school attendance came first as very suitable moral behavior. Next was the
positive reaction by students to parents’ and teacher’s teaching. Some opinions indicated different
perspective toward unsuitable moral behaviors. Teachers thought that students having sex while
they were studying was an unsuitable moral behavior, next was dressing as a fashion trend e.g.
spaghetti straps or tube and ear-piercing for men. With regard to students’ opinions, they thought
that unsuitable moral behavior was going out at night, next was changing mobile phones as a
trend. Parental opinions stated that they thought dressing as fashion trend and going out at night

were unsuitable behaviors.



Teachers’ students’ and parents’ opinions on promoting suitable behaviors in running
their lives in the society about rubbish in general, were at the high level. In the part of students’
opinion, they thought the suitable behaviors were totally in the middle level. The most suitable
behavior was joining the recycling of rubbish project and helping their family to reduce the
amount of rubbish by using materjals that were easily decomposed instead of plastic or foam.
With regard to Lanna culture, the most popular opinion held by teachers and parents was that
local food should be eaten. On the other hand, the first popular students® opinion was eating
local food with their families, cooking this food came as a lower priority. Teachers, students
and parents all gave a high level opinion that obeying the law was most important. Success in
their jobs came as the second level of importance.

The suggestions were that at school teachers should teach students how to separate
recyclable rubbish before putting it into the bin and that the school should have a Lanna Club in
order to promote and make them aware of Lanna Cultural values and students could learn and
practise the activities that had been set. Parents should be allowed to participate in school
activities in order to strengthen relationship between home and school. Teachers should be good
models of how to live in the city; they should advise and be close to students in order to help

them apply their thinking about city living .
