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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine factors promoting information and
communication technology (ICT) usage fo;' learning provision of social studies teachers
in private schools attached to Office of Lampang Educational Services Area 1. The
population were 35 secondary school social studies teachers during the academic year
2003. The instruments included a questionnaire and a focus group discussion. The results
were analyzed using SPSS for Windows and reported by percentage and mean presented
in tables with cxplanations and compositions. The following general findings were
formulated;

1. Demographic data: The majority of the respondents were female and married.
The average age was 43 years old and average year of working experience was 15 years.
Most of teachers had utilized ICT for teéching and learning, mostly on basic computers,
i.e., preparing unit plans, reading materials, assignments, and exercises.

2. Factors promoting ICT usage for learning provision: All réspondems followed
their schools’ policies regarding ICT usage for learning provision on their own will since
they agreed that ICT is a crucial tool for teaching and learning. They also indicated the
clearness level of those policies at the moderate. Additionally, the majority of social
studies teachers agreed that age and sex were not essential factors promoting ICT usage
for leamning provision. In contract, ICT usage experience and level of their education

were reported as essntial factors.
