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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed at constructing the copybook for handwriting
improvement and at investigating the handwriting development of Prathom Suksa 1 students at
Anubaan Chiangmai School that was derived from the copybook application.

Tools applicable for the investigation and data collection consisted of 1) the handwriting
book consisting of 28 exercises and 2) handwriting test consisting of 5 sections of consonants,
words, sentences, statements and imagination,

Sample consisted of 40 Prathom Suksa 1/5 students who were attending class sessions
during semester 1, B.E. 2547 at Anubaan Chiangmai School, Chiangmai Educational Region
1 Office. Pretest was made prior to the pedagogical application of copybook that consisted of
28 exercises; each exercise covered an hour for the purpose. The researcher herself conducted the
pedagogical activities being wrapped up with the posttest. The comparison of pretest and posttest
resulis was made; means, standard deviation and t-test were used to analyzed the data and the

results were descriptively presented together with tables.



The study showed that: _

1. The development of the students’ handwriting could be very well done with the
copybook constructed.

2. The pretest-posttest results were significantly different (P < .01) in terms of accuracy,

beauty, and cleanliness.
