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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at investigating parents’ behavior concerning self-discipline of
Prathom Suksa 4 students at Si Chomthong Community School in Chomthong District, the
Office of Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 5. The population studied was 136 parents of
the students in Academic year B.E.2547. The instrument used was the questionnaires on
parents’ behavior concerning students’ self-discipline. The collected data were analyzed by
computing frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows:

Parents® behavior concerning self-discipline of Prathom Suksa 4 studeats were
classified into 5 categories:

1. Discipline concerning general conduct. Parents’ behaviors were descending sorted
as; having meals with children, instructing them to become good-mannered, being humble and
respectful to adults, showing satisfaction when they behaved appropriately, and being good
model concerning kindness respectively. Behaviors found less often were; allowing children
to repeatedly make mistakes and not really trying to advise them for fear that the children

might not love their parents.



2. Discipline concerning working habit. Parents’ behaviors descending sorted included;
looking after their dressing with clean clothes, putting away their children’s belongings, and
giving them rewards when they did their jobs well. Behaviors rarely found were; not trying
to advise them because they were 100 young, and punishing them when they returned home
late respectively.

3. Discipline concerning studying. Parents’ behaviors descending sorted included;
setting schedules for children working on their assignments, selecting activities during
semester breaks, and introducing them to read good books. The behavior rarely found
was forcing them to study.

4. Discipline concerning routine tasks. Parents’ behaviors were being punctual,
keeping their promise, and assigning them some tasks respectively.

5. Discipline concerning self-control. Parents’ behaviors were finding proper time
when their children being in good mood to give them advise or assign them to do some jobs,
patiently and calmly listening to them on everything they said, not putting pressure on them
to feel frustrated, raising louder voice when they argued, and immediately reproaching them

for their different ideas respectively.
