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ABSTRACT

This study aimed at investigating conditions of primary school teachers’ classroom
research in Li District, the Office of Lamphun Educational Service Area 2. The population
studied was 364 teachers in Academic year B.E.2547. The instrument used was the
questionnaires on teachers’ classroom research. The collected data were analyzed by
computing frequencies, percentages, means and standard deviations.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The conditions of teachers’ classroom research.

Regarding the research performance, Most teachers conducted only one simple
research on solving students’ learning problems. The content area of Thai language was most
selected as the research topic, where as the next topic was mathematics. The benefit of
research results was their application in improving students’ learning and instructional
strategies.

As for the conducting of classroom research, most teachers identified the research
problems from the analysis of students’ learning achievement, the development of teaching
strategies through designing instructional plans, and from the reading of research literature.

They participated in research seminars held at the education network center and used the



school library as the learning resource. They also spent their own money for the research
expense if there was any.
2. The problems and needs in conduction of classroom research.

Most teachers found problems and needs concerning the classroom research at
the high level in all aspects. They wanted to visited the schools that succeeded in conducting
the classroom research and at the same time they had problems in doing so. They wanted to
develop teaching strategies and to adopt education innovations and encountered some
problems. They also needed support from others and had problems in finding the support.

3. Additional suggestions and comments.

The teachers informed that they lacked of the clear knowledge and understanding
concerning classroom research. They engaged in much teaching tasks so that they could find
less time to conduct the research and also found less support from other personnel. They also
felt that the research results were not really applied to solve classroom instruction. As for the
benefit from the research findings, they should be applied to solve certain learning problems
of individual children as well as to improve classroom instruction and teacher academic

performance.
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
