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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct critical reading skill exercises for
Prathom Suksa 6 students and to compare reading achievement of critical reading skills before
and after using the critical reading exercises. The sample purposively selected for this study
was 34 Prathom Suksa 6 students in the second semester of 2004 academic year from San Pa
Yang Luang Community School affiliated to the Meaung Lanphun Municipality, Lamphun
Province. The intruments used were 1) 5 lesson plans of critical reading skills for Prathom
Suksa 6 students taking 10 hours with 2 hours for each lesson 2) 10 critical reading skill
exercises taking 50 minutes for each exercise 3) a 25-item critical reading test taking
50 minutes. The obtained data were analyzed by using means, standard deviation and paired—
sample t-test.

The results were as follows:

1. Ten constructed critical reading skill exercises consisted of 2 exercises for
each specific critical reading skills. The specific skill exercises were logic decision skill
exercises, conclusion skill exercises, identifying facts and opinion skills exercises, finding the
author’s purposes skill exercises, and finding main idea skill exercises. The exercises found
effectively help promote and develop students’ critical reading skills.

2. After using the critical reading exercises, students’ critical reading achievements

were statistically higher than those of the pretest at the .01 level of significance.
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
