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ABSTRACT

This independent study investigated educational quality standard operation of private
preschools in Nan Province. Population under study comprised 145 teachers from the above
schools in the 2004 academic year. Instrument used was a questionnaire with items covering
essential of the topic. Collected data were then analyzed through applications of frequency and
percentage.

The findings were summarized as follows:

With respect to the learner aspect, most respondents revealed that private preschools
provided learning activitics for promoting learncrs to be moral and ethical with desirable value,
imaginative, creative, and interested in learning for the benefit of continually self development.
In contrast, these schools did not provide learning activities in fondness for reading habit to
learners. Regarding the process aspect, these schools had systematical administrative structure
and provided learning activities with the stress on learner-centered. As for the product, school

administrators were able to administrate, to manage and to develop self in being the professional

administrator.
