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ABSTRACT

This independent study aimed at investigating conditions of organization of
Boy Scout activities in Basic Education Institutions and studying opinions of those involved in
Boy Scout activities. The target group of this study consisted of 3 school administrators,
15 teachers organizing Boy Scout activities, 200 students as well as 200 parents of Anuban
Chiang Mai School, Puttisopon School and Khamthiang Anutsorn School. Questionnaires
were used in collecting the data which were conducted in the first semester of academic year
2004. The collected data were analyzed by computing frequencies, percentage, means, and
standard deviations, and then presented through tables with description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. Conditions of organizing Boy Scout activities

The schools had teachers who were trained and qualified to organize the scout

activities. The placement of teachers to the task was considered according to their training as
the scout leader trainers’ course as well as teachers’ involvement in the decisions. They also
took parl in preparing schedules for the Boy Scout activities following the curriculum
guidelines. The budgets and materials were provided at the moderate level. The management

of Boy Scouts was structured according to the rules set by the National Scout Committee.



2. Opinions of those involved in Boy Scout activities

Regarding the curriculum, they viewed that the schools should study the scout
activities organization stated in the curriculum, and specified contents relevant to the
curriculum objectives.

As for the organization of instruction activities, they suggested that the activities
be relevant to current conditions and students’ needs by integrating with others areas of
contents emphasizing real practices in group system according to the scout process. The lesson
should be concluded to stimulate ideas which could be applicable to daily life activities.

Concerning the measurement and evaluation, various types of evaluation should
be applied to meet the learners’ and the results should be used to improve the future

instruction. The records of the evaluation should be updated consistently.
