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ABSTRACT

This research was to study the teenager sex risk behavior perceived by the certificate in
vocational education students. The sample of 217 subjects was randomly selected from the
population of the students who were enrolled in the second semester of 2004 academic year in
Ban Hong Industrial and Community College, Lamphun province. The instrument used included
questionnaire with 0.90 reliability based on Cronbach’s Alpha coefficient. The collected data
were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t-test. It was found that students agreed
with teenager sex risk behavior in the aspects of opposite sex friend making and self-presentation
with opposite gender friends at moderate level. They agreed with the teenager interaction with
opposite gender friends as lovers at high level. When comparing between genders, only the
students’ perception about teenager sex risk behavior in the aspect of self-presentation with
opposite gender friends differed. When compared by other factors, students who stayed with

different person differed in Their opinion a bout sex — risk behavior.
