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ABSTRACT

This study was to compare and find relationship among being good, capable, and well-
being dimensions of personality of lower secondary school students at Montfort College. The
sample consisted of 300 students who were enrolled in the second semester of 2004 academic
year. The instrument used was adopted from the California Psychological Inventory (CPI) with
.90 reliability on Thai student norm. Statistics used included frequency distribution, percentage,
mean, standard deviation, analysis of variance, Tukey test of significance, and Pearson product
moment correlation. The findings are as follows: The students’ being good dimension of the
personality was at good level with X = 43.98 and SD = 8.46, being capable at good level with
X =60.49 and SD = 9.62, well-being at fair level with X = 25.78 and SD = 5.91. In relation to
total score of each dimension, mean score of dimensions on being good, being capable and being
happy counted for 52.99%, 51.26% and 49.62% respectively. Dimension on being good was
related to achievement, on being capable related to achievement, father’s occupation, and
mother’s occupation. Dimension on being happy, however, was not related to any of these

variables. All three dimensions of the personality had positive inter-relationship.
