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ABSTRACT

This study was to examine the factors related to the decision to further study in academic
and vocational strands of Mathayom Suksa 2 students at Wat Mettasuksa School, Chiang Mai.
The instrument used was a questionnaire asking the respondents about the factors related to the
decision which consisted of 34 items. The population in this study were that of 136 Mathayom
Suksa; 2 of the school who were studying in the second semester of 2004 academic year. The
findings reveal that the students rated each of the relationship of each of the factors and the
decision at moderate level or. When ranked by means from high to low: the order was personal

factors, parental factors, school factors, and others factors.
