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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate the relationship between child-rearing practice
and self-esteem of Grade Level 3 students, Wachirawit School, Chiang Mai Province.
The sample used consisted of 150 Mattayom Suksa 3, 76 males and 74 females
enrolled in 2004 academic year. The instrument was a questionnaire, first part of

The findings revealed that most students were brought up with democratic
child-rearing. Their self-esteem was at low to very low levels. Students with different
child-rearing practice did not differ significantly in their levels of self-esteem.
