ABSTRACT

The research was to study the attitude towards sexual intercourse and family
planning of Diploma in Vocational Education student Chiang Mai province. The
sample consisted of 158 such students enrolled in second semester of 2004 academic
year . Instrument was a questionnaire to test the students attitudes towards sexual
intercourse and family planning whose reliability based on Cronbach Alpha
coefficient was 0.81. Statistics used to analyze data included percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and t — test .

The findings revealed that the students attitude towards sexual intercourse was
at moderate level . Their attitude towards sexual intercourse and family planning was
at moderate and agree levels. Male and female students did not differ in their attitude
towards sexual intercourse at any significant level.
