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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study Grade Level 3 students’ learning behavior
and its factors in Economics Strand. The samples were 2 social studies teachers, 50 Grade Level
2 students of Chaiprakan School Chiang Mai Educational Service Area 3, and 50 parents.
Constructed observation form and questionnaire were used in collecting data and the statistic
tools used were percentage, mean and standard deviation portraying in tables with descriptive
narration.

The study revealed that before class teaching behaviors of the teachers that affected
students’ learning behaviors at a high level was content and activities according to learning
objectives. The teachers’ behaviors that affected students’ learning behavior at low level was the
survey of students’ ability before making lesson plan. The teachers’ behaviors while teaching
affected at the a high level was to describe for understanding, to take care whole class and to
encourage students participate learning activities. The teachers’ behavior after teaching affected
at the average level was the standard check students’ assignment, post-teaching note.

The students’ behavior that affected at a high level was to prepare books and learning material



for next day, to be happy and enjoyable while learning. The behavior that affected at low level
was to ask teacher while teaching and to take a note. The school environment at the average level
was the seat arrangement suitable for room size, to set about knowledge board in school.

The home environment that affected students’ learning behaviors at a high level was affection,
parents’ care, personal relation of family members, moral teaching at home, parents and relatives

were good models, and parents guided children to be responsible for their learning.
